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Basic care for Bearded Dragons

Cage setup

» A 40-gallon tank is the minimum a tank should be (55 for a pair).
« Decorating a tank with branches and rocks is great for many different

basking areas for your "beardy”.
» Flooring for your “beardy”

o Crushed limestone

Calcium Sand
Newspaper, and paper towels (does not hold heat, and not pretty)
Reptile bark (remove small pieces that could be ingested)
Alfalfa Pellets (Rabbit food)
Reptile carpet (remove frayed edges)
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Heating
« The basking side of the tank should be exactly between S0-105 degrees. The
cool side should be exactly between mid 70's-low B0's,
* You can use an under-tank heater, ceramic heat element or a heat lamp.
(We do not recommend heat rocks as these can cause burns.)

Lighting
« Replace bulbs every & months.
« Do not place bulbs above glass or plastic (use a screen top to your Dragon'’s
cage to help with lighting and circulation of air).
« Leave the lighting on for 12-14 hours a day and off at night.
« Lighting should be no more than 8 inches away from the bearded dragon.
« Use a "Full Spectrum” fluorescent-type bulb.

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Remove dragon feces daily, and do a thorough cleaning weekly (use antibacterial soap. or a 10% bleach
solution and rinse thouroly ). After cleaning cage clean surrounding areas where the cage or dragons
have been with antibactenial soap or the 10% bleach solution to avoild any contaminanon of Salmonella.
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
