Guined pigs love fo eal, especially sugary freals, bul they also very easily gain weight. For this
reason, it is very imporant nol te give teo many freats to yvour guinea pigs. ne maler how much
they beg for therm [and they will beg!).

Despite what youwr local petsiores say, freals with a lot of seeds and nuls are NOT good for
guinea pigs. They contain oo many carbohydrates, which can severely mess up a guinea pig's
gasirointestinal fract. They will get diamhea, and this can even lead to death. The best treats fo
give guinea pigs are greens, which they love, and occasional fruits and other vegetables, You
should always give organic fruifs and vegelables, as peslicides are even more defrimenial o
their health than ours.

Below is a list of fruits, vegetables and greens you can give to guined pigs in small amounts and
only as eccasional freals. Give only 1 level tablespoon per 1 kg of body weight daily (1 kg = 2.2
Ib). Do not forget to wash them firstl
